Scholarship

· Final grades for each trimester must meet the following requirements: 

· Math, Language Arts, Science, Literature, Religion, Social Studies: 4 -5

· Spanish, Vocabulary, Health, Music, Computer, Phys. Ed.: 3 or above

Service

· One individual project (with written student proposal and subsequent approval by chapter advisor) and one school group project per year

Leadership

· Shows resourcefulness, dependability, and positive attitude 

· Maintains active involvement with community or school activities and/or sports

Character

· Upholds principals of morality and ethics and acts in a cooperative, honest, reliable, courteous and respectful manner

· Incident reports, detention slips, and dress code violations are considered grounds for dismissal from NJHS

· More than three days tardy per trimester is considered grounds for dismissal from NJHS

Citizenship

· Demonstrates the importance of civic involvement through participation in scouting, community organizations or school clubs that benefit the school or community
