Realistic Fiction Series
Character Study Poster Directions

Due: Tuesday, December 7, 2010

Choose at least 2 books (that you have never read) from a Realistic Fiction Series.  Read both books.  While reading, pay very close attention to details and facts about one of the main characters.  After reading the books, follow the directions below to make a Character Study Poster about that character.  Most of your writing should be done on separate pieces of paper and attached to the poster board.  It is not a good idea to write directly on the poster board (in case you make a mistake).  You can use the computer and type your wring for the poster as long as YOU are doing the typing.  If you are not good at typing yet, then hand write the words, sentences, and paragraphs and attach them to the poster board.

After you have read the books:

1.  Choose one main character from the books to make your 
     poster about. 

2.  Get a large piece of poster board.

3.  Think back to clues and facts that the author gave you 
     about what the character looks like.  Think: What does 
     his/her hair look like? Is he/she short or tall? Does he/she  

     have glasses or freckles? What kinds of clothes does he/she 
     wear?  
4.  Draw a large, color picture of the character using the 
     details you found in the books.  The drawing can be a 
     portrait of the character or an action picture that goes 
     with the story.  It should be drawn by YOU! Glue your 
     drawing to the middle of the poster.

5.  Above the drawing, neatly write the character’s name in 
     LARGE, colorful letters.  Write the titles of the books you 
     read (a little smaller) below the character’s name. 

6.  Below the name of the character and the titles of the   

     books, add 2 quotes that were either said by or about the 
     character in the book.  Choose quotes that give us an idea 

     about what the character is like.  Use your book to 
     carefully copy the quotes and the punctuation for the  

     quotes. Include who said each quote on your poster and
     what page the quote is found in the book.  Don’t forget 
     quotation marks! (“ ”)

7.  To the left of your drawing, write a paragraph explaining 
     whether or not you would like to be friends with the 
     character.  Give at least 2 specific reasons from the stories 
     to explain why or why not.  

8.   To the right of your drawing, choose 3 words from the
      character traits list that you think best describe the 
      character.  Write each word and a sentence or two telling 
      why you think the character has that trait.  Use specific 
      details from the stories to help explain your answers.   

9.  Under your drawing, write a six sentence paragraph 
     explaining who the character is, where he/she lives, what 
     he/she likes to do, what happened to the character in the 

     stories you read, and any other facts about the character  

     that you find interesting or important.  

You may neatly add any other decoration to the poster that you think would tell us more about the character.  For example, you may want to put your character’s favorite color as a background trim for your paragraphs.  Before attaching any writing to the poster, make sure your sentences are complete and have the proper capitalization and punctuation.
